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NutriCore NorthEast, Inc. Annual Meeting To Detail Progress and Funding
YORK, PA. – December 9, 2004 – The National Center of Excellence in Foods and Nutrition Research (NutriCore NorthEast) will hold its Annual Meeting today where details of the $50,000 grant to NutriCore NorthEast in the FY 2005 budget signed by President Bush on December 8, are expected to be announced. The invitation-only event will be held at the Goodridge Center at 1:00PM. The Press is welcome to attend.

Stakeholder entities, advisory board members, 2003-2004 sponsors, prospective new sponsors/participants and 3 invited organizations are expected to be in attendance. Among the speakers at today’s meeting are Darrell Auterson, YCEDC & NutriCore NorthEast President; Alan Cotich, NutriCore NorthEast Project Coordinator; Robert Beelman, Professor of Food Science at Penn State University; Steve McGregor, Director of Research and Development for Ben Franklin Technology PArtners; and Robert Reilly, Deputy Chief of Staff for US Congressman Todd Platts.

Bob Beelman will provide an update on the NutriCore NorthEast sponsored research project headed by Dr. Bob Roberts, Associate Professor of Food Science. Penn State University’s Department of Food Sciences is engaged in research to enhance the use of probiotics in dairy and non-dairy foods by development of methods to enhance viability during product manufacture and storage and to identify probiotic Bifidobacterium isolates so manufacturers have a reliable, accurate tool to confirm culture identity and to assure product quality.

NutriCore NorthEast is funded by a collaboration of 20 stakeholders including food manufacturers, public and private sector community leaders, business leaders and the Ben Franklin Technology PArtners. The Pennsylvania hub is affiliated with 5 other centers in California, Indiana, Kansas, South Carolina and Texas.


The mission of NutriCore is to lead the development of a national nutrition strategy. The initiative will provide the foods industries with the collaborative resources to perform health and nutrition R&D, provide industry with centralized resources to identify leading edge projects and researchers and to directly provide industry with representation and collaboration with the FDA, the CDC, USDA, NIH, HHS and related federal agencies on issues of nutrition development.
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
